So, for me, all the ap-
proved reproductions, commemo-
ratives, etc. could be spun off into
the National Reproduction Insula-
tor Association and we’d have less
to worry about. We could have
joint meetings every five years just
to see what the others are doing.
('m saying this with a smile, in
case you're about to banish me to
purist heaven, because | know
that many people in the hobby en-
joy collection commemoratives
and some like the reproductions
because it's the only way they can
afford to get some of the more col-
orful pieces to put in their dis-

plays.)

Anyway, it's a tough issue. The
NIA has guidelines but not every-
one is an NIA member and not
everyone follows the guidelines. It
would be nice if we could publish
a separate catalog of “everything
that isn't authentic” but that just
can’t be done, so we all just have
to do our best so that we at least
know what we are getting when
we acquire something for our col-
lection. I'll just stick with the aqua
CD 133'’s with the big mold num-
bers — it will be a long time before
someone starts making more of
them!

Informal discussion of a national organization takes place at the National show held in
Colorado Springs, Colorado.

James Garrity of King of Prussia, Pennsylvania starts publishing Cross Arms: An Eastern
Insulator Collectors' Magazine. The magazine will run until July 1975.

Following the Saturday night banquet at the National in Kansas City, Missouri, the debate over

creating a national organization raged on into the evening and again no agreement on
objectives could be obtained. As the night wore on, Warren Olson was asked to chair an
organizing committee and was assigned the responsibility of drafting a plan to be presented to
collectors assembled at the next National to be held in July 1973 at Hutchinson, Kansas.

National Insulator Association (NIA) is established at the Hutchinson, Kansas national show.
Fred Griffin is elected President; Steve Freedman, Jesse Moreland, and Richard Augustyn are
elected to the Board of Directors.

The Capital District Insulator Club, based out of Albany New York is formed with Tom
Louden as President. This club has since changed to CRAB "Capital Region Antique Bottle &
Insulator Club".

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August Club meeting by Bud Johnson

The summer meeting of
the GCSIC was held 20
August in the Flagstaff
area at 7,000 foot eleva-
tion to take advantage of
the cool temperatures. It
was in the 40’s early in
the morning before the
club meeting. It was 105 degrees or so in Phoenix where
most of the members came from. A nice breeze kept the
members cool while all the hot trading and buying of insula-
tors was going on. Just after the meeting adjourned, the daily
afternoon rainstorm let loose, which keeps the area looking
like one big flowered meadow. Timing is everything!

The meeting was held at the vacation house of member Bud
Johnson. He calls it his family's Santa Fe Railroad compound. All of Bud’'s Wife’s family were/are lifetime Santa Fe

railroaders. Some of them came to the Flagstaff area in covered wagons before the turn of the century. The Grand-
father was a conductor on the Super Chief, her Father a Water Service Foreman, her Mother had the concessions at
the railroad Union Station, her Brother was a train scheduler and her Nephew is a train Engineer in Gallup.

The Flagstaff house is a Section Foreman’s house that was moved from the Santa Fe mainline. It came from east of
Flagstaff by Diablo (the devil) Canyon. The name was given to the canyon for being such a devil to bridge. In the
days of steam trains, the heavy locomotives and their reciprocating motion wheels would pound the rails, ties and bal-
last. This resulted in the railroad needing to work continuously to keep up the rail bed. Every 20 miles or so, there
was a Section gang to keep the trains running and signal lines working. Bud’'s Wife lived for a short time in a Section
gang house in the 1940’s. Her Father was responsible for providing water in the desert for the steam locomotives.

When the steam engines were replaced by diesels, there no
longer was a need for all the Section gangs. Some of the
houses were sold off and moved. In addition to the house,
a box car was moved to serve as storage and a shed was
moved for a work shop. Many of the tools in the shop are
marked with AT&SF from before the Aitcheson Topeka and
Santa Fe joined up with the Burlington Northern to become
the BNSF that runs through Flagstaff now. There evenis a
1954 GMC Santa Fe truck with saddle tool boxes plus some
baggage carts to accent the compound. (See photo left)

The usual club barbeque lunch was augmented by
some New Mexico style flat enchiladas that went fast.
(See photo right). In addition to some nice glass
changing owners, the newly anointed NIA President,
Kevin Jacobson, brought a stunning piece for show and
tell. His specialty is various CDs with the Dec 17, 1871
embossing. This is the patent for threaded insulators
that revolutionized the telegraph industry. He had just
completed obtaining an example of all the CDs. The
last piece of the puzzle was a Seilers CD130.2 that took
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some trades and cash to capture. The book value is something like
$10,000 but usually sells (when available) for somewhat more. The
insulator is especially interesting because of the size of the bubble
at the tie wire level. (See photo at Left)
