affairs in a very ethical manner. There have been occasional incidents
of late or long tlme dellverles that have Caueed some concern; but
these have been the result of lack ol communlcatlon more than any.
wrong d01ng. I would reccomend that 1ate deliveries be not;fled in -
wrltlng 1f possible, and this will reduce the anxiety for all 1nvolved.

Cne question has been raised cocerning the use of sprays or
substances on insulators that alter the sur!.se appesrence, and thus
result in a person being mislead about the condition of the glass,
The KIA already has a prov131on in 1ts Ey-Laws, stating that this
is NCT to be done or allowed in any PIA sponsored show, This does
not include cleaning or polishing the surface, but only applies to
the application of any substance .on the surface that alters the
appearence. Keep your can at home fori dusting and cdon't take it to

a show,

We currently have over, seventy tables sold for our Central
Regional show here in Austln. We have a good number of insulator
people who will be setting up with some really fine items. It's not
too late, so make your plans now to be in Austin, TX, May 20 - 22.

made.
